Reservations

application form. The form must be
returned with a $150 non-refundable
deposit to secure the date on the church
calendar.

After the date has been scheduled, you
will be contacted to arrange for your first
of three pre-wedding visits with our
pastor.

The First Marriage

Wedding Coordinator

Music

Music used during the ceremony must
be in keeping with a worship service and
tasteful in nature.

Only Bethany staff or members may use
the church’s instruments.

Decorations

Decorations shall be kept within the
bounds of simplicity and good taste. All
equipment such as candelabras,
baskets, etc. may be supplied by your
florist. For safety reasons aisle runners
are discouraged.

Adequate clear plastic mats or cloth
must be placed beneath all candelabras
and only dripless candles may be used.
